● AmeriCorps, a federal agency, brings people together to tackle the country’s most pressing challenges 

through na�onal service and volunteering. AmeriCorps members serve with organiza�ons dedicated to 
the improvement of communi�es. AmeriCorps helps make service to others a cornerstone of our 
na�onal culture. 

AmeriCorps Members: 
● All AmeriCorps programs u�lize AmeriCorps members to meet community needs. Members can provide 

a variety of direct services or capacity-building ac�vi�es. 
● AmeriCorps Members are individuals enrolled for a specific term of service with an AmeriCorps 

program. 
● AmeriCorps members are engaged in Na�onal Service and are not volunteers or employees. They play a 

unique role in a community or organiza�on to address unmet needs. 
● AmeriCorps members receive a bi-weekly living allowance.  
● Members may be eligible for childcare assistance to support them during their term of service.  
● AmeriCorps members receive a Segal AmeriCorps Educa�on Award upon successfully comple�ng a term
