Arnab Chakraborty, PhD, AICP is the Dean
of the University of Utah'’s College of
Architecture and Planning, where he is also a
professor of City and Metropolitan Planning,.
Chakraborty’s research explores the
relationship between zoning and housing
affordability and collaborative planning
techniques that can advance social and
environmental outcomes. His work has been
funded by the National Science Foundation,
National Park Service, and US Department of
Transportation, and has informed planning
from local communities such as Lakewood,
OH to national agencies such as the Federal

Highway Administration. Chakraborty is an

associate editor of Journal of the American
